Licensed travel agents and tour operators

are bonded for the protection of their
customers.
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Anyone who purchases travel products
a travel agent or tour operator which doe
not have a licence has no such protectio

The Commission strongly advises members
of the public to check that any travel agent
or tour operator from whom they purchase
overseas travel or holidays holds a current
licence. ;

All licence holders are obliged to display
copies of their licences on their premises.
