m. New Note: This aeronautical chart is intended to aid general air traffic in
the conduct of air navigation in visual meteorological conditions. It
provides information to satisfy the requirements of air navigation for low
speed, short or medium-range operations, at low and intermediate altitudes
and is specifically designed for flights operating in compliance with the
Standardised European Rules of the Air (SERA). Pilots are reminded that it
is the their responsibility to continually assess the aviation risk to third
parties, occupants and the aircraft, such that it is proportionate to the
purpose of the flight. For more information please see AIP Ireland sections
GEN 2.7 & ENR 1.2, Regulation (EU) 549/2004, Article 2 (26) and
Regulation (EU) No 923/2012, Section 5.
