used to publish advanced warnings of impending operational changes and to add explanation or

emphasis on matters of safety or operational significance.
corrections are also notified through the medium of the AIC.

Information for inclusion in an AIC is sent direct to the AIS (aipinfo@iaa.ie) by the aeronautical

data originator.

Origination

The AIS provider shall originate an AIC whenever it is necessary to promulgate aeronautical
information which does not qualify for inclusion in the AIP or NOTAM. An AIC shall be originated

whenever it is desirable to promulgate;

. a long-term forecast of any major change in legislation, regulations, procedures or

facilities;
. information of a purely explanatory or advisory nature liable to affect flight safety; and
. Information or notification of an explanatory or advisory nature concerning technical,

legislative or purely administrative matters.

This shall include:
. forecasts of important changes in the air navigation procedures, services and facilities
provided;

. forecasts of implementation of new navigational systems;
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. significant information arising from aircraft accident/incident investigation which has a
bearing on flight safety;

. information on regulations relating to the safeguarding of international civil aviation
against acts of unlawful interference;

. advice on medical matters of special interest to pilots;

o warnings to pilots concerning the avoidance of physical hazards;

. effect of certain weather phenomena on aircraft operations;

. information on new hazards affecting aircraft handling techniques;

. regulations relating to the carriage of restricted articles by air;

. reference to the requirements of, and publication of changes in, national legislation;

. aircrew licensing arrangements;

. training of aviation personnel;

. application of, or exemption from, requirements in national legislation;

. advice on the use and maintenance of specific types of equipment;

. actual or planned availability of new or revised editions of aeronautical charts;

. carriage of radio equipment;

. explanatory information relating to noise abatement;

. changes in NOTAM series or distribution, new editions of AIP or major changes in their
contents, coverage or format;

. advance information on the snow plan; and

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Each AIC shall be issued in printed form and be allocated a serial humber which should be
